Directions to the Fabyan Villa and Japanese Garden:
From the West- Take I-88 East.  Take the Rt. 31 (Batavia Avenue) exit and turn left going north.  Take Rt. 31 for 5 ½ miles till you get just past the Fabyan Parkway intersection. Be aware the entrance to the Fabyan Forest Preserve is the first right, immediately after the intersection.  Look for a yellow diamond ‘Forest Preserve entrance’ sign.
From the East- Take I-88 West to the Farnsworth North exit. Take the Farnsworth North exit and stay in the right lane. Eventually Farnsworth becomes Kirk Rd once it crosses Rt 56 (Butterfield Rd).  Stay on Kirk Rd for aprx 4 miles till you reach Fabyan Parkway and make a left going west. Take Fabyan Pkwy for aprx 1 ½ miles till Rt. 31 (Batavia Avenue). Make a right onto Rt. 31 going north.  The entrance to the Fabyan Forest Preserve is the first right, immediately after the intersection.  Look for a yellow diamond ‘Forest Preserve entrance’ sign.

From the North- Take Rt. 31 or Randall Road going south. 

Travel on Rt. 31 past Fargo Blvd. for about a ½ mile before the Fabyan Parkway intersection.  The entrance to the Fabyan Forest Preserve is on the left, immediately before the intersection.  Look for a yellow diamond ‘Forest Preserve entrance’ sign.

Travel on Randall Road till it meets with Fabyan Parkway. Take a left, going east on Fabyan Parkway for aprx 1 ¾ mile till you reach Rt. 31. Take a left on Rt. 31 going north and immediately on your right look for a yellow diamond ‘Forest Preserve entrance’ sign.   
From the South- Take Rt. 31 going north. Travel on Rt. 31 to just past the Fabyan Parkway intersection.  The entrance to the Fabyan Forest Preserve is the first right, immediately after the intersection.  Look for a yellow diamond ‘Forest Preserve entrance’ sign.

Once you reach the entrance to the Fabyan West Forest Preserve you can park in either of the two parking lots. The farthest north parking lot is closest to the Fabyan Japanese Garden and the bathroom facilities*. From there you can park your car, van or bus and wander on foot through the preserve up toward the museum, through the garden or even across the bridge to see the windmill on the east side of the river. 
*There is no bathroom in the museum for public use
